Surgical training

During my career in the Metropolitan Centre of Rehabilitation, I developed an interest in problems of hip and foot surgery in adults, treatment of congenital and acquired deformities.  I developed practical abilities in THR; management of the gonarthrosis by means of osteotomies, surgical debridement; surgical management of cerebral palsy.  Secondary interests were dealing with the spinal problems as the hospital is also the centre for spinal surgery in Poland.

I passed the basic training in management of spinal injuries and was trained in different types of spinal surgery (anterior approach to the cervical spine, posterior approaches to the spine).  My personal interest and development of skills at this time were concentrated on the hip joint and children’s orthopaedic problems.
